How we choose to tella story adds meaning, such as the sequence of events,
when characters are introduced, the perspective, style and structure.

For example, the previous story is now narrated starting with a lashback of
the final event E, then proceeds with the events that led up to that moment:

E A 3] - C - D
Or the previous story with Event E told from two different perspectives:

A - B > C D - B E2

In this model, a single narrative can contain one or more stories (and if we
wanted to expand our scope we could include story worlds, and universes,
although they are less relevant for this article).
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
